Ferry Building

Built in the late 1800’s, the Ferry
Building withstood almost 150 years
of constant use, benign neglect, and
at least two huge earthquakes. But
the Ferry Building is once again a
proud San Francisco landmark. Light
streams in upon a dynamic public
marketplace, illuminating a beauti-
ful building already infused with an
illustrious past and the promise of a
vital future.

Alcatraz

Once a maximum security prison,
informally dubbed “The Rock,” the
world-famous island became a pro-
tected wildlife refuge in 1963, and
has been a top tourist attraction ever
since. Alcatraz is also home to the
oldest operational lighthouse on the
West Coast of the United States.

Palace of Fine Arts

The Palace of Fine Arts was built
for the Panama-Pacific International
Exposition in 1915, and is the last,
glorious vestige of San Francisco’s
only world’s fair. Surrounded by an
emerald-green park and duck pond,
the colonnaded Palace dome is a
unique sentinel to visitors driving
into San Francisco from the Golden
Gate Bridge.
